OECTools Session 9 - Lesson Plan


  It is essential that the instructor and all assistants insist on consistent rescuer-patient focus throughout the session.


Guided Practice will cover cardboard splinting of lower extremities, packaging for transport and transfer of patients to EMS services. The presentation will Hypothermia and it’s treatment. 


At the end of this session, the patients for session 11 and 12 will receive their treatment scenarios so they can prepare thoroughly to be patients in the sessions next week.


Assistance:	One assistant for every 3 students is needed for guided practice & monitoring of scenarios. It is essential that assistant instructors be ready to efficiently assist patients getting ready and monitor feedback patients give to their rescuers.
