Scenario Name:
Arterial Bleeding

Classification:

Delayed (Yellow)

Location of Injury:
Bleeding from one of Neck, Wrist, Bicep or Thigh

Movement:

Do not move, stay where you are, you need to be helped first…


AMPLE:

You are a hemophiliac (your blood doesn’t clot). You’re taking

            

medications for this from your doctor, but cannot remember the name.

Moulage:

Take some blood and put it on the limb of your choice.. Put your other 

           


arm over the bleeding and hold it. 

Acting:


Breath Normal, but be excited and anxious about getting help to stop the 




bleeding in the limb of your choice. 




When a patroller assists you and bandages the bleeding limb, it doesn’t stop

    


bleeding until they use a pressure point to stop the bleeding. (Except in the 




case of the neck bleed.. direct pressure works for it..)




Patroller should try direct pressure first, elevation second, pressure point third 

and finally tourniquet if bleeding cannot be controlled.

Mass Casualty Scenario Flail Chest
Scenario Name:
Flail Chest


Classification:

Urgent (RED)

Location of Injury:
Right or Left side of chest

Movement:

Do not move, stay where you are, you need to be helped first…


AMPLE:

You cannot answer any questions you’re concerned primarily with breathing

   


and that isn’t working so well for you now. 

Moulage:

Take a piece of cardboard or sticks and place them under your shirt – 

   


when anyone touches that cardboard you are in terrible pain!

Acting:


The ribs are broken on one side of your chest causing your lungs to not

          


be able to function properly.

 


You are having great difficulty breathing.. Weeze, gasp etc.  Breathe more 




than 30 times a minute..   


Mass Casualty Scenario Pneumo-Thorax 
Scenario Name:
Pneumo-Thorax (Sucking chest wound)
Classification:

Urgent (RED)

Location of Injury:
Chest, right or left side
Acting:


Difficulty breathing, weezing, gasping.. (make a sucking noise periodically 

   


and tell the patroller this is coming from your chest) make sure you breathe



or attempt to breathe at least 30 times per minute.

Movement:

Do not move, stay where you are, you need to be helped first…


Moulage:

Take some blood and apply it under your shirt. When the patroller checks  

   


under your mention that looks like a sucking chest wound..

AMPLE:

You cannot answer questions you are busy trying to breath.

Mass Casualty Scenario Hard Unconscious 
Scenario Name:
Unconscious 

Classification:

Urgent (RED)

Location of Injury:
Turn on your back, or on your stomach face down your choice, curl up get    comfortable.
Acting:


Your eyes are closed, you’re breathing normally or rapid. Up to you! 

   


You do not respond to any attempts at communication ever. 

Movement:

Do not move, stay where you are, you need to be helped first…


Moulage:

Any of: bruising behind ears, CSF from ears, marble on spine etc..
AMPLE:

You cannot answer questions you are unconscious
Mass Casualty Scenario Femur Injury 
Scenario Name:
Femur Injury 

Classification:

Urgent (RED)

Location of Injury:
Your thigh bone (Femur) has been broken by a falling pillar. 

Acting:
This is the biggest bone in your body. YOU ARE IN PAIN grabbing the middle of your thigh and yelling AHHHHHHH!! You’re rocking back and forth in pain and are breathing very heavily – must be more than 30 times a

minute!


Once traction (manual or via a splint) is applied, you’re a much happier person – it takes away a lot of the pain you’re feeling.

Movement:

Do not move, stay where you are, you need to be helped first…


Moulage:

Bulge in the middle of your thigh (right or left) up to you. It’s a closed 

   


fracture – no bleeding.

AMPLE:

You can answer questions posed to you between gasps for air and complaints 

           


about how much pain you’re in...

Mass Casualty Scenario Airway blocked 
Scenario Name:
Unconscious airway blocked by tongue 

Classification:

Urgent (RED)

Location of Injury:
You’re unconscious and not breathing

Acting:
You are unconscious and not breathing because your tongue is blocking your airway. (place chin on chest) If someone opens your airway (tilts your head back) you start breathing, but only while someone is holding your head back. If they let go, you stop breathing.. Ideally they will get someone to hold your airway open. Please make audible breathing noises when your airway is opened.
Movement:

Do not move, stay where you are, you need to be helped first…


Moulage:

N/A
AMPLE:

You cannot answer any questions, you can’t even breath unless someone

   


holds your airway open.

Mass Casualty Scenario Diabetic Coma
Scenario Name:
Diabetic Coma


Classification:

Urgent (RED)

Location of Injury:
N/A
Acting:


You don’t really know where you are or what’s happening. You know 

   


you are a Diabetic and you haven’t had anything to eat all day. 

Movement:

Do not move or follow any commands anyone asks of you. You are confused

   


and do not know what is really going on. 
Moulage:

Cherry lifesavers if available

AMPLE:

You are a diabetic and have not had anything to eat today. The patroller must 




ask you if you are a diabetic, or if you have any medical conditions they 

 


should know about before you tell them you are a Diabetic. If they ask, you




took your insulin earlier today. When they ask if you’re taking any 




medications you answer yes – insulin.




Once someone gives you some sugar or honey, you become OK and can 

   


actually walk out under your own power.

Mass Casualty Scenario Frantic Frank/Francine
Scenario Name:
Frantic Frank/Francine


Classification:

No Injury (GREEN)

Location of Injury:
N/A

Acting:


Nothing is really wrong with you, but you’re just so concerned about your

  


husband/wife/son/daughter that they need help and no one is helping them! 




You desperately want someone to help your loved one and it’s really making 




you upset that no one is getting to them!




Keep being moderately obnoxious until someone escorts you out of the 




building to another area. If they never escort you out, continue to try to get 




other patrollers to help your loved one. Get more and more progressively 




obnoxious and in the way.. 




Basically you need to be escorted out, or given a job to do, like holding open




someone’s airway who will die if you don’t help them. If you’re not given 

 


such a job, become more and more obnoxious..




Once escorted out, be frantic to someone else until someone gives you a




task of some kind to do. If no one gives you such a task, go back into the




room and find your loved one again.. 
Movement:

Stay with the person you are concerned about and try to get patrollers to 

       


come to you. Yell, scream, go over and bother them while they’re working 

  


on someone else. 
AMPLE:

You’re not hurt, so why are they asking you questions?
Mass Casualty Scenario Tib/Fib Fracture
Scenario Name:
Tib/Fib fracture


Classification:

Delayed (Yellow)

Location of Injury:
Your right or left shin is broken you cannot walk on it
Acting:


Breath Normal, but be excited and anxious about getting help for your shin

  


which is broken. You have normal feeling and sensation in your leg and feet, 
  
but boy does it HURT!!! 
Movement:

Do not move, your shin is broken, how can you walk on that?

Moulage:

Sticks taped to your shin 

AMPLE:

Answer as you would in real life. No previous injuries to that leg. 
Mass Casualty Scenario C-Spine Pain
Scenario Name:
C-Spine Pain


Classification:

Urgent (RED)

Location of Injury:
In your spine somewhere, upper, middle or lower, you have pain
Acting:


Breath rapidly > 30 breaths per minute -- be excited and anxious about getting
  


help – be concerned that you cannot move your legs!! Try to wrap yourself
   


around something or against something to make extraction difficult for 
   


people.

Movement:

You have pain in your back and you cannot move your legs you’re not going

  


anywhere. 


Moulage:

marble on spine if available

AMPLE:

Answer as you would in real life.

Mass Casualty Scenario Helpful Harry
Scenario Name:
Helpful Harry


Classification:

Not Injured (GREEN)

Location of Inury:
N/A
Acting:


Be as helpful as you can – offer to help anyway you can. 

Movement:

Move wherever you are instructed to and be as helpful as you can.


AMPLE:

You’re not hurt, but answer as you would in real life if asked.

Mass Casualty Scenario Internal Bleeding
Scenario Name:
Internal bleeding


Classification:

Urgent (RED)

Location of Injury:
Left upper side or right upper side of stomach, just below the rib cage.
Acting:


Breath rapidly (> 30 per minute) , be excited and anxious about getting help
  


and getting out of here! You’re not too with it – in the accident something 
   


fell on your side and now you’re in pain. (pillar or something)..
Movement:

Do not move, stay where you are, you need to be helped first… Plus this pillar  




which is lying across your midsection should really be removed..

Moulage:

Cardboard on the left hand side of stomach, below the rib cage

AMPLE:

You answer somewhat dazed and incoherently.
